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TEAM CAPTAIN’S GUIDE

ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

· Generate team spirit and be a positive and approachable role model for all team members. 
· Be knowledgeable about bowls; know the “Laws of the Game” and the rules for league matches. 
· Know the contact details for all the players in your squad. 
· Make sure all squad members know your contact details. 
· Know the contact details for the other Captains within the same league. 
· Be a team spokesman and a conduit between the club and team concerning team issues. 

TEAM SELECTION

· Ensure the strongest squad is selected from the players available, after checking the availability of players from other Captains’ squads. 
· Ensure team selections are notified to players well in advance giving clear details of the fixture including date, time and location along with travel arrangements for away matches. Encourage car sharing.
· Make sure all the squad are made aware of any fixture amendments in reasonable time. 
· Notify the Club Secretary and the opposing team Captain if you cannot fulfil a fixture. 
· Rearrange any unfulfilled fixture in agreement with the opposing captain.
· Maintain clear and regular communication with other Captains. 
· Ensure players conduct themselves in a professional manner and always represent the club with pride. 
· Endeavour to ensure that players do not bring the sport or club into disrepute. 

MATCH DAY DUTIES

· Ensure that players set out the equipment prior to home games (rota to ensure all players take a turn not including the captain!).
· Ensure that the Score Cards are fully prepared prior to the match. 
· Perform the match draw with opposing Captain. 
· Ensure that all players have paid their Club membership, and pay their match fees according to the rates as below:
· MEN £5 (includes post-match food allowance £36 per match)
· LADIES £2.50
· OVER 60’s £2.50
· MIXED £2.50
· Ensure smoking/no mobile phones policy is adhered to by all players.
· Add the scores and check with the opposing Captain that your scores agree. Keep a record for your information, and in case of disputes. 
· Send results to the relevant league as soon as possible after completion of the match.
· Notify the Club Secretary of any match abandonment. 
· Notify the Club Secretary of any disputes arising during a match. 
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
